oday's Gospel recounts that Jesus was clearly angry

with the Temple merchants because they turned the holy
Temple into a place of sellers, money changers, deception,
and exploiting each other through trade and barter.

My dear friends, I am certain that regardless of individual
status, intellectuals or workers, rich or poor, black or
white, knowledgeable or illiterate...nobody wants their
dwelling place to be sullied and unclean, especially no one
wishes for somebody else to turn their house or room into
a place of chaos, untidy and filthy! Don’t you agree?

With that being said, providing that our physical
home/environment needs to be well-maintained by daily
cleaning, polishing, and organizing, then how could we
not take care of our churches, our body, a Temple of God
where He dwells day and night? Those churches and
sacred Temples need our attentive care to keep them clean,
neat, and tidy..even more than the physical
home/environment that we live in!

What have you learned from today’s Gospel? Personally,
I realized this valuable lesson: I MUST REVERENCE
AND PROTECT THE TEMPLE OF GOD IN ALL
CIRCUMSTANCES! St. Paul said, every one of us is the
temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwells in
[us]...[And] the temple of God, which you are, is holy” (1
Cor 3:16-17); therefore, we must strive our best to
preserve, and do everything in our power to
create/maintain the churches, chapels, sanctuary, as well
as the spiritual Temples to be clean, beautiful and worthy
of the Lord to reign.

Firstly, for the physical churches, built with reinforced
cement, wooden or stone...These places are known to us
as the Sanctuary, Church, Chapel, Cathedral or the
Basilica. ..

o When entering such places, we need to treat the
place of worship with care and utmost respect,
reverence, and courtesy by genuflecting, kneeling,
or bowing to worship God, keeping silent, do not
eat, drink, talk, laugh, or litter for these are sacred
places where God dwells.

o Please volunteer yourself in different church
organizations such as decoration, arranging
flowers, cleaning, vacuuming, washing windows,
cleaning the restrooms...so that your Church and its
sanctuary will be more graceful, tidy, and beautiful.

o Be generous with your donation of money, energy,
and talent at masses or to the contribution to the
building/ maintenance fund of the parish in which you
are a member of. The Church is the house of God,
which means that the maintenance such as electricity,
gas, water, trash, insurance, air conditioning,
heating...repairing, constructing, or restoring is a
duty and responsibility of all members of the people
of God in the parish, not just an individual, or, even
more, it is not only the responsibility of the pastor or
the parochial vicar!

As for the Spiritual Temple, that is, the soul and body of
each of us created by God, I encourage you to do the
following:

o Please reorganize and clean up the Lord's Temple by
going to confession twice or once a month.

o Please respect and safeguard the Temple of the Lord
by refraining from watching obscene, impure images
on the internet or newspapers...Every time you watch
these  filthy  things, instinctively, you dump
rubbish/trash in the Lord's Temple! It is deadly
serious because it is an unpardonable sin/blasphemy
against the Holy Spirit!

o Please respect others' sacred Temple by avoiding
misconduct that offends others' bodies, such as
adultery, sexual intercourse outside of marriage,
drinking, beating, and assaulting another person...

If we strive our best to execute all of the above faithfully, I
affirm to you that God will dwell in our hearts for a long
time. And when God abides in our hearts, we will never have
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to live in anxiety, fear, or tumult because God is love, the
source of all peace, the source of eternal life and the
completion of all living things when God abides with us, we
don't have to be worried or fearful.

Please strive your best and do all in your power to create the
Temple of God to be beautiful, gracious, elegant, and forever
tidy! However, if we abandon or desert the Temple and leave
it in such a filthy, stinky, chaotic, degrading, and disgracing
state, how can God dwell and reside in our home? Don’t you
agree? Please take time to clean up, polish it; if not, He will
leave us...we will be in great trouble!

May you and your loved ones always be diligent in keeping
and maintaining the Church and Temple of the Holy Spirit
which dwell in us, to be clean, beautiful, and gracious. Thus,
God will delight in being among his people.
