Wherever people want to go, both near or far, it requires a
MEANS OF TRANSPORATION: land, water, air,
rails/railways...

“Come to me, all you who labor and are burdened, and
I will give you rest!” (Mt 11:28).

I firmly believe, with the provisions of the Risen Christ,
along with our own efforts, that we will be able to
overcome adversities and tribulations. We will have the
courage to rise and faithfully walk on the way of Jesus.
Please do not be discouraged and give up, or leave the
way of Jesus and take on a different path, there is no
other way that leads us to eternal life, Jesus Christ is the
only way.

Let us pray for one another, may the Risen Christ
continue to strengthen our faith. And may He bless us
with the gift of wisdom and courage, so that we will
always faithfully walk in Jesus’ footsteps, and most
importantly, we will strive our best to overcome all the
impediments and obstacles that are blocking our way to
the Heavenly Kingdom. As a result, we will arrive at a
place where Jesus has prepared for us, where we will
enjoy eternal life with Blessed Mother Mary and the
saints.
