@d you know that being an orphan, living in an

orphanage without fathers or mothers or both...is deprived
and disheartened?

e Orphans often encounter a shortage of food, clothes,
support, comfort, security, and social/spiritual care... for
that reason, composer Tran Long An put together a song
promptly titled Mimg Tuéi Me translated Celebrating
Mother’s Birthdays: “Me gia nhw chuéi chin cdy, gio
lay me rung, con phai mé céi. Mo céi téi lam ai oi! Poi
com, 16 buGc biét ngeoi nao lo.. literally translated: My
elderly mother is like a ripe banana hanging on the tree,
wind blows, she passes away, [ will become an orphan.
Being an orphaned is dreadful! Nobody is concerned
whether you are hungry or thirst...”

o Life as an orphan so often they have to face all alone the
turbulent storms of life. This battle is extremely
arduous, destitute and treacherous; this is why our
predecessors stated: Thir nhdat mo céi me cha, thir nhi
ganh va thir ba nguroc do.. literally translated: At first, I
became an orphan, followed by endless burdened and
torment.

e And life as an orphan, they is a lack of guidance and
counsel, as well as parental love...that is why so many
orphans have fallen into the dark pitfalls of life. For this
reason, the proverb expressed Mo céi t6i lam nguoi oil
Lo chan ai do, 10 loi ai bénh? Translated: The life of an
orphan is pitiful! Who will catch them as they fall, and
stand up for them when words are misused?

Knowing that the children will be impoverished, hostile and
in danger of lacking of care and guidance...that is why Jesus
has arranged for us to live in fullness of life and love by
asking the Father...and he will give [you] another Advocate
to be with you always, the Spirit of truth (Jn 14:16-17), and
yet, He also intermediate TWO MOTHERS take on the
responsibility to nurture, sustain, and educate His loving
children.

e The first Mother is Blessed Virgin Mary: When Jesus
saw his mother and the disciple there whom he loved, he
said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son.” Then he
said to the disciple, “Behold, your mother.” (Jn 19:26-
27). Jesus intervenes with Mother Mary to foster,
instruct and tend His children.

e The second mother is Mother Church. We
acknowledged Universal Church as Mother because She
herself conceives and bears children through the
Sacrament of Baptism, then educates and supports them
through Catechesis and Her teachings...Mother Church
also nourishes and cares for us through the celebration
of the Eucharist, bandages the wounds caused by sin and
heals us be offering the Sacrament of the Anointing of
the Sick and the Sacrament of Reconcilation.

Jesus is so attentive to our needs, isn’t he? He is sensitive to
the needs of His children and addresses them in such detailed
ways, but unfortunately, some of His children are indifferent
to His care and love for them! Some Christians even ignored
and refused to be taken care of!

e They refused the banquets prepared by the hands
of Mother Church. Those feasts are the
Sacraments of Eucharist, Reconciliation,
Confirmation, Anointing of the Sick and
Matrimony.

e Others have defamed, insulted, criticized and
denounced Mother Church, through their
disobedience to the teachings and leadership of
the Holy Father and the Bishops, and worse yet,
they secede and renounce the Church because the
Church is strong in principles/decrees associated
with morality and ethics, such as contraception,
abortion, same-sex marriage, euthanasia...

My dear friends, if you recognize life as an orphan is
pitiful/miserable, especially lack of spiritual guidance,
which means deprived from the love and tender care
of Blessed Mother Mary, Mother Church, I urge you
to strive your best not to allow yourself to become an
orphan by:

e Please respect MOTHER CHURCH, by obeying
Her teachings, because Jesus has given Mother
Church the right to teach: “Whoever listens to
you listens to me. Whoever rejects you rejects me.
And whoever rejects me rejects the one who sent
me” (Lk 10:16).

e Do not be neither indifferent, pay no heed to, nor
disparage the spiritual food, which is the
sacraments, that the Mother Church has well
prepared for you to enjoy, especially the
Sacrament of the Eucharist and Reconciliation.
Refusing to receive the beneficial spiritual food
that the Mother Church provided, you will suffer
greatly! “Whose sins you forgive are forgiven
them, and whose sins you retain are retained”
(Jn 20:23).

e Please pay close attention and obey the
TEACHINGS of Mother Church through the
Holy Father, Bishops and priests about matters of
doctrine, morality, ethics and faith. “Whoever
listens to you listens to me. Whoever rejects you

rejects me. And whoever rejects me rejects the
one who sent me” (Lk 10:16).

Let us pray for one another, so that nobody will fall
into the life as an orphan, but to live in the great family
of the Catholic Church, where we have God the Father,
Blessed Mother Mary, and are connected to all our
brothers and sisters. In doing so, we will be sustained,
safeguarded and cherished by our Merciful Father,
who will care for us in this life and the next.
