Ca%he past few days, having viewed images/photos, read the news, or watched the video clips reports of those who took

advantage of the protests by destroying the local business, looting of goods, burning of churches, harming civilians, and stole
the tabernacle containing a ciborium holding the Blessed Sacrament from Saint Elizabeth Catholic Church in the Diocese of
Charlotte, North Carolina...a person approached me and asked: “Father, why did Jesus stay silent? Why didn’t He punish
them right at the moment when they raised their hands to destroy the property or steal the Tabernacle...? Do you know why
God does not punish the thugs, muggers, and wicked people?

Personally, 1 don’t believe God can do so. He will not punish the wicked with retribution...as so many people (including
myself) wish it could happen for a straightforward reason: HE IS A MERCIFUL GOD, FULL OF PATIENCE EVEN TO
WICKED MEN. “He makes his sun rise on the bad and the good, and causes rain to fall on the just and the unjust” (Mt
5:45).

Let’s think about it, a Merciful God, who does not wish that any should perish but that all should come to repentance, how
could He stretch out his hands and chastise them?

My dear friends, through the parable of the Weeds today, God invites us to be patient and kind to the weeds that exist in the
fields of our society, family, parish, religious community, universal Church...for that reason, we are encouraged to put into
practice the virtue of patience:

o  BE PATIENT with your spouse and endure his/her bad disposition or defects. Do not be discouraged, despair,
tempered, curse, torment or taken to court for divorce or separation...For the future of your children, for their
happiness and contentment, please be patient, bear one another’s burdens (Gal 6:2).

o BE PATIENT with your children/grandchildren. Do not be disappointed, depressed or upset when you see them
disgraceful or lukewarm in their faith...Instead of complaining, blaming, scolding, whining, fault-finding...Please
spend more time in prayer, offer more sacrifices and perform works of charity for their conversion. Trust and rely on
the power of God because for nothing will be impossible for God (Lk 1:37).

o BE PATIENT when you face an inadequate priest,
who is deficient in holiness, lacking in humility,
or is fragile or greedy...Please pray unceasingly
for him and perform charitable works of mercy in
his intention. Please hold dear to your heart,
uprooting the weeds and destroying the tares is
not your task! To uproot or to burn down, ...that is
God’s work. Do not be a fool and try to uproot
and destroy the weeds/tares in the field of your
parish where you are an active member! To weed
that kind of thing is to steal the right of the
landowner, which means to rob the power of
God! Don'’t try to play God!

Hopefully, the above suggestions are not too difficult for
us all. But if it is a bit difficult, please do not be
discouraged. Trust and rely on Jesus Christ, cling on to
Him and ask Him to bless us with His strength and
courage so that we can have PATIENCE with those
around us. “Without me you can do nothing! (Jn 15.5).

Without God’s help, and without His strength to support
and uphold us...we cannot do anything, especially, in the
practice of the virtue of patience. Please do not forget
this!
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
