mephet is a person chosen by God to be the

spokeperson in His name. In today’s first reading, it clearly
stated: “I will raise up for them a prophet like you from
among their kindred, and will put my words into the mouth of
the prophet, the prophet shall tell them all that I command”
(Dt 18:18).

Who is the Prophet? It is not entirely accurate to say that only
the Pope, Bishops and Priests are the prophets because the
Catechism of the Catholic Church # 783 distinctly stated that:
“The whole People of God participates in these three offices
[Priest, Prophet and King] of Christ and bears the
responsibilities for mission and service that flow from them

As you can see, a prophet's mission is exceptionally
distinctive and awe-inspiring...however, often, the prophet
wrestles with significant demand and pressure. They
repeatedly encounter hate, are defamed, criticized, opposed,
and even murdered! For instance, once he accomplished the
mission, prophet Elijah fled for his life because Queen
Jezebel sent an order to hunt him down and kill him. (1 Kgs
19: 2-3); prophet Amos was expelled from the city of Bethel
because he told King Jeroboam that: “You shall die by the
sword, and Israel shall surely be exiled from its land” (Am
7:11). The prophet, John the Baptist was imprisoned and
beheaded because he told King Herod that it was immoral,
sinful to marry his brother's wife. (Mk 6:17-29).

My dear friends, history repeats itself when the prophets of
today carry out the mission that God entrusts to them!
Truthfully!

e When grandparents, parents, aunts, uncles, siblings
gently reminded their children and siblings to worship
God above all things, to be diligent in attending Sunday
Mass, prayer, meditation, frequently going to
confession, in making appropriate choices regarding
personal appearance, clothing, conduct, behavior, to be
meek, humble, gentle in word and deeds, to safeguard
and preserve the customs and traditions of Vietnamese
culture  instead of  being  grateful, the
children/grandchildren argue, are rebellious and
disobedient.

e When the bishops, priests, or deacons preach/urge the
community to not believe in such things as fortune
tellers, horoscopes, tarot cards, palm-readings, or ouija
boards... butto “love the Lord, your God, with all your
heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind” (Mt
22:37) Do not cheat, commit fraud, deceive, lie,
swindle, fake divorce, illness, or a marriage certificate.
Let your “Yes” mean ‘“Yes,” and your “No” mean
“No.” Anything more is from the evil one (Mt 5:37);
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when going to the church to attend Mass...specifically
during the summer time, one must dress modestly,
discreetly and elegantly, avoid wearing shorts,
spaghetti straps, and revealing too much...

...the bishops, priests, and deacons are being criticized,
insulted, and defamed...to the point that these people even
harm and falsely accuse them!

My dear friends, if today you realize the mission of the
prophets are challenging, precarious, and their
responsibilities are extremely arduous, then I urge you to
please offer your support, encouragement and assist them
in fulfilling the prophetic ministry to the best of their
ability by:

1. FIRSTLY: Please pray intensely for those who
carry the prophetic responsibilities, especially the
bishops, priests, and deacons. They are praying that
God’s prophets will be courageous enough to live
faithfully their mission of proclaiming the TRUTH
and daring enough to accept the resultant trials and
tribulations...for the glory of Jesus Christ.

2. SECONDLY: Be compassionate toward your
grandparents, parents, as well as the priests,
deacons. Please try your best to listen to God’s
command through their teachings and instructions
and hold them dear to your heart. If the prophets
only speak words that please you...words that are
sweet and appealing to you...and intentionally
avoid speaking the TRUTH...then THEY ARE NOT
THE REAL PROPHETS chosen by God to be the
messenger.

3. THIRDLY: Do not argue, condemn, criticize, make
faces, boycott, or resist your grandparents, parents,
bishops, priests, and deacons when listening to their
teachings and instructions, as they speak about
matters of doctrine and of ethical and moral life.

Last but not least, please keep in mind that whenever your
grandparents, parents, teachers, priests, deacons, religious
men/women...instruct, educate, lecture and reprimand us,
at that very moment, they carry out the mission of a
prophet! Close your ears on the teachings or boycotts;
opposition toward the prophets is not a good thing:
“anyone who will not listen to my words [which the
prophet speaks] in my name, I myself will hold
accountable for it” (Dt 18:18-19).

Do you want God to chastise you? Definitely not! Please
listen and respect the prophets because they are
representatives of God; this is something that you must
remember and put into action.
