3; geading the First Chapter of the Gospel of Saint John, I

realized that these three characters had the skillful way of introducing
God to others. These three characters are John the Baptist, Andrew and
Philip:

o The next day John was there again with two of his disciples,
and as he watched Jesus walk by, he said, “Behold, the Lamb
of God.” The two disciples heard what he said and followed
Jesus (Jn 1:35-37).

o [Andrew] first found his own brother Simon and told him, “We
have found the Messiah™ Then he brought him to Jesus (Jn
1:41-42).

e  Philip found Nathanael and told him, “We have found the one

about whom Moses wrote in the law, and also the prophets,
Jesus, son of Joseph, from Nazareth” (Jn 1:45).

Do you see the way John the Baptist, Andrew and Philip introduced
Jesus to others, generating such a strong conviction in them? Do you
know why and how the introductions of these men were so powerful
and persuasive? John tells us, it is because they HAVE MET Christ. If
they had not MET Jesus, they would not have KNOWN Him, and if
they did not KNOW Him, they could not have been successful in
introducing Him and producing such strong convictions in others!

My dear friends, in the past as well as in the present, the responsibility
of introducing Jesus and making Him known to others is still the
responsibility and duty of all of us. Indeed, the Second Vatican
Council clearly stated that the commission of making Jesus known to
all is the responsibility and duty of all Christians: “All the laity have
the exalted duty of working for the ever greater spread of the divine
plan of salvation to all of humanity of every epoch and over all the
earth” (Lumen Gentium # 33).

In order for the work of introducing Jesus to everyone to be effective,
both you and I need to imitate Saint John the Baptist, Andrew and
Philip, and we must first MEET our God. We must MEET Him in
order to KNOW Him, and the more we KNOW Him, KNOWING Him
in a deeper level, then our introductions will become more convincing.
Do you agree with me? In order for us to be able to MEET Christ, you
and [ must COME to Him.

1. COME TO HIM THROUGH READING THE
SCRIPTURE. In the beginning was the Word, and the Word
was with God, and the Word was God (Jn 1:1). Jesus is the
Word of God. We must read the Scripture, reflect on the Word
of God, and we will be inspired by Him and He will reveal
Himself to us.

2. COME TO HIM THROUGH PRAYING TOGETHER.
“For where two or three are gathered together in my name,
there am I in the midst of them” (Mt 18:20). When we pray
together in the community or in the family...that is when He
comes to us, and we will meet Him.

3. COME TO HIM THROUGH HOLY MASS. Jesus is
present in the Holy Eucharist, at Mass, so when we come to
Mass or Eucharistic Adoration, that is when we MEET Him.

“Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me
and I in him!” (Jn 6:56).
