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e Gospel reveals to us that, during His three years

of preaching in Galilee, Jesus graciously blessed,
cured, and cared for the needs of countless people.

o Jesus restored sight to the blind, made the lame
walk, cleansed lepers, opened the ears of the deaf,
and raised the dead to life..He multiplied a few
loaves of bread and a few fish and fed five
thousand people, not including women and
children (Mt 11:5; 14:21).

e Jesus trusted Judas and appointed him as treasurer
who would be in charge of the Apostles’ finances
(Jn 13:29).

e Jesus showed His tender care for the physical and
material needs of His disciples: “Come away by
yourselves to a deserted place and rest a while”
(Mk 6:31).

o He entrusted Peter with the highest authority, with
the power to absolve the sins of future Christians:
“I will give you the keys to the kingdom of heaven.
Whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in
heaven; and whatever you loose on earth shall be
loosed in heaven” (Mt 16:19).

so much...He did not reproach, despise, nor abandon the
cowardly disciples. He did not condemn Peter, nor seek
revenge on those who had tortured, insulted, and nailed
Him to the Cross. Rather, He prayed for them: “Father,
forgive them, they know not what they do” (Lk 23:34).

Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever
(Heb 13:8). He is kind and compassionate; He is meek
and humble of heart (Mt 11:29). He is always forgiving
and willing to let go of all the sins of humankind:
“Though your sins be like scarlet, they may become
white as snow, Though they be red like crimson, they
may become white as wool” (Is 1:18). In fact, no matter
how many of us, His people, insult and hurt Jesus in
terrible ways...all we need to do is to repent, recognize
our mistakes/sins, and return to Jesus, and cry out in a
loud voice as the prodigal son in the Bible: “Father, [
have sinned against heaven and against you; I no longer
deserve to be called your son.” (Lk 15:21) He
immediately forgives and embraces us in his loving
kindness.

My dear friends, if today you recognize that Jesus is full
of compassion, and if you believe that He is willing to

= God is Merciful

Despite Jesus’ loving care of others, when He was
arrested by the soldiers, “/His Apostles] all left him
and fled” (Mk 14:50); Peter denied his relationship
with Jesus with an oath: “I do not know the man! (Mt
26:72). Judas had betrayed Jesus by offering Him to
His enemies: “What are you willing to give me if I
hand him over to you? They paid him thirty pieces of
silver” (Mt 26:14-15). The crowd screamed loudly:
“Crucify him, crucify him!” (Jn 19:6). What had
happened to all those people who had been blessed by
Jesus? Why didn’t anyone come to His defense, or at
least come to comfort Him? Why did they leave Him
alone in suffering and humiliation?

My dear friends, in the account of the Lord’s Passion
which we read during Mass on Palm Sunday, we see all
the injustice, suffering and humiliations that Jesus
suffered for the sins of humankind. Yet, at the same
time we will also recognize the face of a
compassionate, merciful, forgiving, and loving God.
Indeed, despite the treachery/betrayal and hatred of the
people, of the disciples, of those whom He had loved

forgive all our faults/sins, then we must eagerly approach
the Sacrament of Reconciliation. For in and through the
Sacrament of Reconciliation, you and I will experience
the gentleness, kindness and forgiveness of God.

Please also pray for those who are, unfortunately, falling
away from God's family, for those who are doubting or
losing faith in God, and especially for young people. May
the Lord grant them wisdom so that they may know that
God is very merciful and full of patience with sinners “4
bruised reed he will not break, a smoldering wick he will
not quench” (Mt 12:20). Intercede for them to obtain the
gift of courage, so that they can confidently approach the
Sacrament of Reconciliation, believing that they will be
forgiven by God Who will restore peace in their hearts.
Thank you so much! May your heart gets filled with
peace and your soul be nourished with faith throughout
the Holy Week. And please remember, Good Friday is
obligatory day of universal fast and abstinence!
