CHAP NHAN: Chua Giésu da chap nhan tit ca nhing cai
hay ciing nhu nhitng cai dé, nhitng tinh t6t va nhiing su bat
toan va yéu dudi ciia cac moén dé. Vi du, Phéré 1a mot con
nguol bbc dong, huénh hoang, va kiéu ngao: “Dau tdt ca co
vap ngd vi Thay di nita, thi con ddy ciing chang bao gio vap
nga” (Mt 26:33). Hay Gio-an va Gia-c6-b€ la hai con nguoi
tham chirc ham quyén, dam mé danh vong... “Xin cho hai
anh em chung con, mot nguoi duoc ngéi bén hitu, mot nguoi
dwoc ngoi bén ta Thay, khi Thday dwoc vinh quang” (Mc
10:37).

i Lfgive you a new commandment: love one another. As 1

have loved you, so you also should love one another” (Jn
13:34). Do you know what it means to love others as God
loves us?

Through the Gospels, I realize that to love as God loves,
then our loves must embrace at least these three
characteristics:. @ ENDURANCE - PATIENCE &
COMPASSION. When our loves embody these three traits,
that is when we love others as God loves us!

ENDURANCE: Jesus accepted the good and bad, virtuous
imperfections and weaknesses of the disciples. For instance,
Peter is an impulsive, boastful, and arrogant man: “7hough
all may have their faith in you shaken, mine will never be”
(Mt 26:33). dam mé danh vong Besides, John and James
are two people who are hungry for power and ambitious...
“Grant that in your glory we may sit one at your right and
the other at your left” (Mk 10:37).

PATIENCE: When the disciples did not understand the
parables, Jesus did not scold, ridicule, or despise them, but
to his own disciples, he explained everything in private. (Mk
4:34). When he perceived that the disciples’ hearts were
hardened, they did not believe the words of the women, thus
supposed their story seemed like nonsense (Lk 24:11), Jesus
was neither infuriated nor reproached, but he asked: “Why
do questions arise in your hearts? Look at my hands and my
feet, that it is I myself. Touch me and see, because a ghost

does not have flesh and bones as you can see I have?” (Lk
24:38-39).

COMPASSIONATE: Jesus concerned about the well-being
of the disciples: “He said to them: ‘Come away by
yourselves to a deserted place and rest awhile.” People
were coming and going in great numbers, and they had no
opportunity even to eat” (Mk 6:31). And the crowd: “My
heart is moved with pity for the crowd, for they have been
with me now for three days and have nothing to eat. I do not
want to send them away hungry, for fear they may collapse
on the way” (Mt 15:32).

If you agree with me, 7o love as God loves is to accept all
the strengths and weaknesses, to be patient, and be attentive
to/mindful of the needs of our loved one...then we must
imitate the exemplars of Jesus:

ENDURANCE: Let us accept and endure the pros and cons
of our grandparents, parents, spouses, children, bishops,
priests, superiors, and peers. ..

o Chin nguwoi thi mwoi y — So many men, so many
minds.  Everyone's temperament/personality  is
different; no one is the same. Please accept the pros
and cons, good and bad, repulsiveness and beauty...of
others.

o Sinh, bénh, lao, tir - Birth, sickness, old age, death:
everyone must undergo these quad-miseries, and as
we grow older, both psychological and physical well-
being, as well as the appearance of our parents,
spouses...will change. Please ease off and endure
each’s other circumstances!

PATIENT: We should imitate Jesus:

e Be patient in teaching, guiding, and educating young
people, do not be discouraged, despair, or
relinquish...

Be patient with bad habits/behaviors, imperfections
of our children, grandchildren, spouse, ecclesiastical,
clergy, and consecrated men/women...

Be patient when going through/facing conflicts, a
crisis caused by family members, religious
community, parish...

COMPASSIONATE: Please being empathetic and showing
concern for others; begin with your family members:

o Regularly visit, reassurance, encourage and assist
grandparents, parents, and the elderly...take them to
church for Mass, prayer, take time for grocery
shopping, cooking, laundry, cleaning, and mowing
grasses...

Send gifts, money to support orphans, children with
disabilities, the visually impaired, the poor, destitute,
and those who are wounded...

Actively participate in the collective work of the
parish, do volunteering work such as cooking,
cleaning, school safety and security, mowing grasses,
teaching catechism and Vietnamese language...

Is it easy 7o love as God loves? Definitely not, because our
ego, greediness, and pride that lies in each of us are huge
and cumbersome! We need God to help us; that is a
prerequisite! If we rely on God's grace, pray unceasingly
for God to strengthen us, then surely, love others as God
will not be as difficult as we imagine because for nothing
will be impossible for God (Lk 1:37). Please strive your
best to love one another as God loves by bearing one
another, being patient with each other, and caring for one
another; by doing so, our families, religious, and parish
communities will live a more peaceful and happy life.

Today is also Mother’s Day. May the Risen Christ, who is
now seated at the Father's right hand, and His Blessed
Mother Mary bless and grant peace and health to all
mothers. May every mother be filled with the joy of
knowing the love that their children have for them, not only
on Mother's Day but every day of their lives. Happy
Mother’s Day!
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
