gﬂs Gospel relates to the miracle of Jesus feeding the

multitude. I wonder, if the boy who had five loaves of bread
and two fish had not shown them to Andrew, would that
miracle have happened? In other words, would Jesus be able to
perform the miracle of the multiplication of the loaves if the
boy had not collaborated, that he insisted on keeping five
loaves of bread and two fish in his basket? What do you think?
It seems to me that it was certainly or likely not to have
happened! Why? Because most of the time, when Jesus
performed a miracle, he always employed someone’s
cooperation/collaboration! Let me give you a few examples:

e When performed a miracle of a man who was blind from
birth, Jesus needed his collaboration: “Go wash in the
Pool of Siloam” So he went and washed, and came back
able to see” (Jn 9:7).

e  When performing the miracle of the multiplication of the
loaves for the second time, Jesus needed the disciples’
collaboration: “He asked them: How many loaves do you
have?” “Seven,” they replied” (Mk 8:5).

e When they performed the miracle of the Raising of
Lazarus, Jesus needed the collaboration of the neighbors
of Martha and Mary, who “took away the stone” (Jn
11:39).

For miracles to happen, God needed people to collaborate with
Him, even though He was more than capable of doing alone.
My dear friends, Jesus Christ, is the same yesterday, today,
and forever (Heb 13:8); he still desires and still invites us to
collaborate with Him in the miracles He performed, is
performing, and will perform in the future. Do you wish for a
miracle to happen in your life? If yes, please collaborate with
God.

o When we ask God to work miracles in curing lung
disease, chronic bronchitis...? Then we have to
cooperate with God by quitting smoking, alcohol, staying
away from the habit of staying up late watching movies,
or chatting on the internet, eating and sleeping in
moderation and on time...

e When we ask God to work a miracle in breaking out of
poverty, deprivation, then we must cooperate with God
by studying diligently, working responsibly, living
frugally...

o When we plead God to work miracles in giving more
vocations to the priesthood & religious life, then
religious men/women and priests must cooperate with
God, set an example, support one another, forgive each
other, live optimistically & joyfully both at home and on
the street, especially when encountering young people...

My dear friends, our collaboration with God in miracles is
crucial; therefore, we need to strive our best to actively
collaborate/cooperate with Him in every place, every time, and
as much as possible.

o Collaborate with God by joining in the Vietnamese
language education programs and catechesis so that
God can perform miracles by transforming the children
and youth in our community and our parish into virtuous
Christians, into good students, and good citizens.
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o Collaborate with God in performing miracles by
transforming our parish community into a warm,

loving, and  joyful  environment...through
supporting, reassuring, and caring for the infirm,
the elderly. Let us try our best to live a life of
forgiveness, to speak kind words, to avoid
criticism, making judgments, or condemning
anyone, and never to speak ill of others in their
absence.

o Collaborate with God to perform miracles for
those who are spiritually blind so that they can
see and experience God’s presence by the witness
we give when we live with joy, kindness,
optimism, forgiveness, and patience towards
those around us.

When we collaborate with God in these tasks, there is
always the possibility that we will begin to evaluate,
analyze, and hesitate...At times of such temptation, I
urge you to remember the Gospel of today, or, if
possible, open the Bible and reread the Gospel of John,
Chapter 6 verses 1-15 and pay close attention to the
generosity of the boy who dared to give his all. I
believe that God will help us to overcome our
selfishness, greed, self-indulgence, our failure to share
with others if we ask him. The boy gave away what was
only a tiny share, and yet five thousand people were
fed, and twelve baskets with scraps were left over. Our
talents and our possessions, when given or shared with
others, may be considered to be very small, but with
God's grace and through His mighty hands, miracles
will happen. Do you believe it?

In closing, I would like to offer you this advice from St.
Paul: “[Whoever] sows sparingly will also reap
sparingly, and whoever sows bountifully will also reap
bountifully. Each must do as already determined,
without sadness or compulsion, for God loves a
cheerful giver. Moreover, God is able to make every
grace abundant for you, so that in all things, always
having all you need, you may have an abundance for
every good work” (2 Cor 9:6-8). 1 wish you a week
filled with peace. May you always be zealous, kind, and
generous collaborators with God so that more miracles
will happen.
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
