L%Vould you respond if someone were to ask

you: “What do you consider the most precious thing in this
life?” Would you say that it was your house, car, boat,
money, degrees, fame, status, power, or your beauty? In my
opinion, all of those things are valuable to some extent;
however, I believe that WISDOM is the most precious
thing, for these three reasons:

o Firstly, in the First Book of Kings we read that, when
the Lord told King Solomon that He would give him
whatever he asked for, the King replied that he desired
only one thing from God, WISDOM: “Give your
servant, therefore, a listening heart to judge your
people and to distinguish between good and evil (3:9).
If wisdom is not the most precious thing, King
Solomon would not ask the Lord for the gift of
wisdom! True?

e Secondly, King Solomon, the wisest man who ever
lived, revealed that WISDOM is the source of all
goodness. He said: “Happy the one who finds wisdom,
her profit is better than profit in silver, and better than
gold is her revenue; She is more precious than corals,
and no treasure of yours can compare with her. Long
life is in her right hand, in her left are riches and
honor...She is a tree of life to those who grasp her, and
those who hold her fast are happy” (Prov 3:13-18).
He makes it very clear that wisdom is the most
precious gift. There is no question about it!

e Thirdly, WISDOM is a virtue, the first one listed
among the four cardinal virtues: WISDOM, JUSTICE,
FORTITUDE and TEMPERANCE. The Catechism of
the Catholic Church # 1806 states that, with wisdom,
you and I will be able to achieve good and avoid evil.
“Wisdom is the charioteer of the virtues...Wisdom
guides the judgment of conscience...With the help of
[wisdom] we apply moral principles to particular cases
without error and overcome doubts about the good to
achieve and the evil to avoid.”

The First Reading in today’s Liturgy, taken from the Book
of Wisdom, also reveals to us that God is the source of
WISDOM.  Whoever inherits WISDOM will have a
peaceful heart, be happy, and enjoy all goodness. The
author of the Book of Wisdom clearly states that, in
comparison to WISDOM, all things, including glory,
power, thrones, priceless gems, authority, notoriety,
competence, gold, silver, pearls, health, beauty...are just
dirt, sand, and nothingness!

My dear friends, I hope that you agree with me that the
most valuable/precious thing in this life is not your house,
car, boat, time, money, degree, notoriety, status, power,
beauty, health, love or friendship, but rather it is indeed
WISDOM. And I hope you believe that when we have
WISDOM, which means when we have GOD, we will
possess all the other good things besides. Let us pray for
one another, that God will grant us the strength to:

Remain close to the SOURCE OF WISDOM
through fidelity to prayer and sharing our
experiences of God’s presence with others. May
God, who is the source of WISDOM, grant us
the gift of wisdom so that, when we make any
decisions, we will choose to do good and avoid
evil.

Stay close to SOURCE OF WISDOM through
reading the Bible, because the Bible contains an
endless treasure of wisdom. Read the Book of
Proverbs, Wisdom, Sirach, and the Gospels, and
you will learn a lot of wisdom from King
Solomon and from Jesus Christ, the greatest
sources of wisdom in this world.

“Gan muec thi den, gan den thi sang — literally
means if you are near ink you’ll get black, if you
are near a light, you'll be bright.” Stay close to
SOURCE OF WISDOM by attending Mass and
by receiving the Sacrament of the Eucharist.
That is how we will remain in God and God will
remain in us. Such an unbelievably wonderful
intimacy! When God is with us, we have the
fullness of WISDOM, that is the truth!
