% we are born into this world, whether we are remarkable or

insignificant, affluent or mediocre, rich or poor, everyone is born with a
mission. What is that mission? A mission to serve, or rather to be in the
service of others. Many people are in the service of others, but not all
serve for the right reason. I would like to present three possible reasons
one might have for serving:

SERVING OTHERS FOR MONEY: Do you know who they are?
They are doctors, pharmacists, nurses, nutrionists, scientists,
politicians, entrepreneurs... those who promote/advocate of abortion,
euthanasia, and transgender. Many people who belong in this group,
speak about their motivation to pursue this profession as one to purely
serve the patients. But in reality, many serve for the sake of money!
They make money off the body and blood of others, disregard what the
consequences might be, as long as their pocket is full of money, they
are happy!

SERVING OTHERS FOR FAME OR RECOGNITION: This group
of people tend to serve because they want to be praised, and recognized
by others. They serve enthusiastically only in public places where
others can see them. If anyone criticizes, disapproves, upsets them or
fails to remember to shower them with praise and gratitude, they will
give up immediately! Would you believe that some of this group
consists of priests and religious men/women? They devotedly serve the
people of God in the parish and the diocese. They commit themselves to
undertake all sorts of tasks, devote themselves to studies, and work hard
to earn recognition from their local Bishop and superiors. They serve
with the underlying intention to promote themselves so that they might
become the next superior, Monsignor, Pastor, or Bishop! When those
dreams aren’t achieved, they are disappointed, discouraged, and they
withdraw from all their efforts to serve.

SERVING OTHERS OUT OF LOVE: Those who serve others out
of love are serving in God’s way. They serve wholeheartedly and with
great humility. They are aware that they are only stewards, that they
must repay to God what belongs to God (Mk 12:17) not because of any
other reason. Those who serve out of love might be, lay volunteers at
parishes, religious communities, priests, religious men and women.
They are the people who quietly serve leprosy patients in camps,
children at orphanages, who care for HIV-infected patients, the
homeless, migrants, and those abandoned by their families and
society...

Let’s take a moment and reflect, what group do you belong to? I hope
you belong to the third group, who seek to serve others out of love and
to be in service of God's way.

When we serve out of love and serve with humility, passion, and
sincerity, we will benefit greatly. I see three main benefits to serving
out of love:

1. PEACE: Why? Saint Teresa of Calcutta affirmed that the fruit of
service is peace. She says, “The fruit of silence is prayer; the fruit
of prayer is faith; the fruit of faith is love, the fruit of love is
service; the fruit of service is peace.” As we serve others
wholeheartedly, and with love, we will have peace! What a
blessing!

2. GOD’S REWARD: How does God reward us? When we serve
others we serve God. Whoever serves Him, He will reward
generously. If you doubt this, open the Gospel of Mark and you
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will see He promised that: “Anyone
who gives you a cup of water to drink
because you belong to Christ, will
surely not lose his reward” (9:41).

3. TO BE WITH GOD: Because Jesus
affirmed: “Whoever serves me must
follow me, and where I am, there also
will my servant be. The Father will
honor whoever serves me” (Jn 12:26).
To be with God is to know love,
contentment, and harmony. What
more could we ask for than this?

My dear friends, SERVING OTHERS
OUT OF LOVE is God’s way of service.
Serving others out of love is the way we
must learn to serve, and seek opportunities
to do so daily. Let us pray for one another,
and ask God for the grace to strengthen,
enlighten and guide us, so that in all the
missions we are serving, in any positions
that we are undertaking, whether we are
superior or a subordinate, leader or
follower, whether it be important or
frivolous work...we may serve in humility,
out of love for God, and love for our
neighbor. Let us strive to serve others not
for our own benefit but so that we may
repay to God what belongs to God.
