@(t was Sunday afternoon, and almost time for Mass.

John knew his wife and children were waiting in the car;
however, the football game on TV was too intense, John
called his wife and said: “I'm busy, you and the kids go
first, I'll go later!”” The Mass had just ended, and the child
asked his mother: “Where is dad?” He asked just for the
sake of asking, he knows: “His dad loves football with all
his heart, soul, and mind and he has placed football above
God.”

Helen and her husband started a restaurant. The grand
opening was cheerful and festive, and all the more so,
when one of the priests came to bless it. A very beautiful
picture of the Sacred Heart of Jesus was hung in the most
prominent and noticeable place. However, after a few
months, the picture of the Sacred Heart of Jesus was
removed and brought home to shake off the aroma of food.
A few days later, people noticed a statue...the god of
wealth sitting in the corner. The god of wealth is always
shown smiling, and right next to him is a cup of coffee,
and a plate of fruits. It turns out, someone told Helen that
the god of wealth would draw more customers and fortune
to her restaurant than...God!

“You shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart,
with all your soul, and with all your mind. This is the
commandment and the law of God. Let us ask ourselves,
have we obeyed this commandment? Or...

e Do we love the god of wealth, the god of house, the
god of car...with all our heart, all our soul and all
our mind?

e Do we love the god of gambling, the god of alcohol,
the god of charmers, the god of betting...with all our
soul and all our mind?

e We love the god of many different names: TV,
internet, porn, money, pride...with all our soul, all
our mind and all our strength.

If we understand and comprehend that God is our ultimate
destination and our refuge and strength (1 Cor. 15: 22-24)
then God must be worshiped and loved above all things.

He must be the One who is revered and loved above all the
minimal benefits, above the pleasures of alcohol, football,
betting. God must be loved and must be our first priority in
our daily lives. When we consider traveling, cruises,
camping, fishing, catching oysters...as more important than
going to Mass on Sundays, Solemnity and holy days of
obligation, then we are not loving the Lord, our God, with
all our heart, with all our soul, and with all our mind!

“Loving the Lord with all our heart, mind and strength” is
not an easy thing to do! But I think we have the ability to
love God if we learn to love a little bit more each day,
starting with simple and sincere prayers. for example:

e Every morning when you wake up TALK to God:
“Thank you God for giving me a peaceful sleep, |
dedicate this day to you, please sanctify and keep me
in your love.”

e In times when we are confused, bewildered, sad, or
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or disappointed, let us TALK to God, ask Him to
console and sustain us.

When it's time to make an important decision, in
times when we need advice and wise counsel, let
us run to kneel before the Tabernacle and ASK for
His opinion.

When we have gone astray, dwelt in darkness, hit a
wall, let us CRY OUT to God, ask Him to
enlighten us and show us the way.

Love God a bit more each day, and gradually, our love
and fear of the Lord will deepen and slowly but surely it
will thrive. Let us love God, He is a very generous and
charitable lover. He will grant us special and valuable
gifts! For He has promised:

1. “Those who LOVE me I also love...With me are

riches and honor, wealth that endures, and
righteousness. [I] grant wealth to those who love
me, and fill their treasuries...and shower love
down to the thousandth generation of those who
love me and keep my commandments.” (Prv 8:17-
21; Ex 20:6). Do you see? When we “Love God
with all our heart, mind and strength” we will
never be at a loss! He will give us and our children
happiness, peace, joy, and glory in this life, and
especially in the life after.
Let us love God with all our heart, worship Him
with all our soul and mind, love Him with
everything you have! He will forgive all our sins
and He will tell us on the day of judgment that!
“[Your] many sins have been forgiven; hence,
[you] have shown great LOVE... Come, inherit the
kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of
the world.” (Lk 7:47; Mt 25:34).

If you love this world and its things with all your heart,
mind, soul, and strength, more than you love God, then
you are off course. “Love God with all our heart, mind
and strength” it’s the best way to go! Sound good?!
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
