@%I read the Bible, I can quickly think of three

people from the Bible that are good examples of
generosity and compassion. They are worth our reflection
so that we can learn and imitate them.

e The first person is the sinful woman, who used her
hair and oil to wipe Jesus’ feet at Simon’s house.
She brought fragrant oil, poured it over [Jesus] feet,
and used [her] hair to wipe [his] feet (Lk 7:44-45).

e The second person is Zacchaeus, chief tax collector
and a wealthy man at Jerricho, who made a public
statement that half of his possessions shall be given
to the poor (Lk 19:8).

e The third person is a poor widow, who contributed
all [she] had, her whole livelihood to the treasury.”
(Mk 12:44). 1t is because of such generosity and
compassion that the widow is praised by Jesus: “/
say to you, this poor widow put in more than all the
other contributors (Mk 12:43); the sinful woman
received the gift of forgiveness: "Your sins are
forgiven.” And Jesus also instantly rewarded
Zacchaeus: “Today salvation has come to this house
(Lk 19:8).

Through today's Gospel, I would like to invite you to take
a moment to pause, reflect and look within ourselves!

o What have I done thus far, how many
resources/assets have [ contributed to the
missionary work of the Church, to the common
endeavors of the parish, community, family...?

o How many times have I helped others, and how
much money have I donated to charities dedicated to
the care of children with disabilities, people with
visual impairments, patients with leprosy, AIDS,
victims of natural disasters, floods...?

e How much time do [ spend communicating,
comforting, visiting, and assisting my grandparents,
parents, the elderly, the abandoned, and the most
vulnerable ones in nursing homes, hospices,
hospitals or private homes...?

My dear friends, if you have made contributions, helped
others, spent time volunteering...and have lived
generously like the sinful woman, Zacchaeus and the poor
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widow, then thanks be to God. Please continue to do these
good deeds and invite others to join you. However, if you
have not done so, or hardly ever perform charitable works
to assist the community, parish, and individuals... then
please reconsider. Take a moment and think, all that you
have now, such as spouses, children, money, cars, houses,
boats, knowledge, academic degrees...belongs to whom?
To you? Wrong, it’s God’s generosity to you! Your life,
talents, knowledge, academic degrees, money, material
possessions... all belong to God. Those are the talents,
coins that God entrusted to you, so that you can govern
and make a profit for Him, so that one day, He will come
back and settle accounts with [you]. (Mt 25:19)

If you are a wise steward, please make use of the silver
coins such as: time, talents, smile, material possessions...
that God entrusts you to invest, to share, to make it
profitable for Him. And do your best to govern well the
assets God has given you by:

e Live generously and compassionately give alms,
help the poor, those who are in dire straits both
financially and spiritually.

e Live generously in contributing to the Church,
parish, religious orders, fostering vocations and
nourishing seminarians, consecrated men/women,
priesis...

e Live generously with those around us, spend more
time making connections with others through phone
calls, visiting and assisting grandparents, parents,
those who are lonely, abandoned, sick, less
fortunate...

When we go out of ourselves and out of our own lives, we
are reminiscent of the poor widow and thus we are
fulfilling the responsibilities that God entrusts to His
faithful stewards. And surely, on the last day, we will hear
Jesus say to us: “Well done, my good and faithful servant.
Since you were faithful in small matters, I will give you
great responsibilities. Come, share your master’s joy!”
(Mt 25:21).

May God bless you and grant you and your loved one
peace and happiness. And through the intercession of our
Blessed Mother Mary, may God protect you and your
family from the dangers of the Covid pandemic.
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
