Hom nay chiing ta mimg 1& Chuia Kitd6 Vua. Ngai 1a Vua
cua cac vua, va la Chua cda cac chiia. Ban va t6i, chung
minh duge moi goi dé kiém diém xem, 1a than dan ctia Puc
Vua Giésu Kito, ban va t6i c6 phuc ménh ctia Ngai mot
cach tuyét dbi va nghiém chinh khéng? Xin hdy suy nghi
thir xem:

e Duc Vua Giésu d3 ha 1énh cdm khong ai dugc cui
minh tho lay vua tién bac, vua sex, vua xe, vua
casino, vua pornography... (Lc 16:13). Toéi da tudn
thit ménh Iénh nay cta Ngai hay chua?

e Duic Vua Giésu ha Iénh tit ca than dan phai séng yéu
thuong, va phai biét tha thir cho nhau, di né ¢é xiic
pham dén cac nguwoi mét ngay dén bay lan, roi bay
lan tro lai néi: "Téi hoi han”, thi cdc nguoi ciing
phi tha cho né (Lc 17:4). Téi co chap hanh ménh
1énh nay duoc ti nao chua?

e DPuc Vua Giésu ra Iénh cho toan dan cua Ngai
la: “Hay chia sé voi nhitng nguoi trong dan thanh
dang lam canh thiéu thon, va dan can tiép dai khdch
dén nha...” (Rm 12:13). Tbi da tuan theo thanh chi
nay chua?

Ban than mén, trong ngay mung kinh 1& Chua Kitd Vua,
ching ta hiy xac dinh lai ai 1a vua cia minh. Néu Dirc
Gié-su Kito 1a Vua, thi ban va ti hiy lang nghe va c6 ging
tuan giir tat ca nhitng luat 1¢ ciing nhiing huan lénh ma Vua
Giésu d3 ban hanh trong Vuwong Qudc cua Ngai:

e “Cac nguoi phdai tho phwong mot minh Thién Chua
trén hét moi su...Cac nguwoi khong thé vira lam t6i
[cua Ta], vira lam téi Tién Cia dwoc” (Lc 16:13).
Vua Giésu ma thay ching minh ctii dau tho lay may
tén vua tinh duc, co bac, xi ke, ma tuy, gian dam...thi
chét chéc!

e Phéi yéu ké thit va cau nguyén cho nhitng ké nguwoc dai
cac nguoi ...(Mt 5:44). Pung nudi han thu, ding oan
hén nguoi nay, cam ghét nguoi kia, nhung phai tha thir
cho tha nhan. Néu chéng minh c6 tinh khong tha th,
thi Ngai cling s€ khong tha tht cho ta khi ta phai ra
trudc toa phan xét ctia Ngai dau!

e Phai thoat ra khoi cai vo cua ich ky, dung chi lo thu
than, dimg chi biét bo bo giit ldy cho minh va cho gia
dinh minh, nhung phai rdng rai cho di, phai rong tay
chia s¢ cho nhirng nguoi nghéo khé va kém may man

...Néu khong thi trong ngay thdm phan, buc Vua Giésu
s& bat minh dung ¢ bén trai va s€ mang cho rang:

“Qudn bi nguyén ria kia, di di cho khudt mdt Ta ma
vao lira doi doi, noi danh sdn cho tén Ac Quy va cdc sir
than ciia né. Vi xwa Ta déi, cdc nguoi da khong cho
an, Ta khat, cac nguoi da khong cho uong, Ta la khach
la, cac nguoi da khong tiep ruoc; Ta tran truong cac
nguoi di khéng cho méc; Ta dau yéu va ngoi ti, cac
nguwoi da chang tham viéng” (Mt 25:41-42).

e Mbi nam [cac nguoi] phdi trich mot phan muoi tat cd
hoa loi Iay tir nhitng gi cdc nguoi gieo, nhirng gi moc
lén ngoai dong ngp cho cdc thay Lé-vi ¢ trong cdc
thanh cua cac nguoi (Lv 14:22-27). Phai lo chu toan
viéc thue ma, kiém c¢ tron tranh, hay qua mat Vua
Giésu vé chuyén dong gop cong strc, tai nang, tién cua
cho Gi4o Hoi, cho gido xir, cho nhing cong viéc truyén
gido ... thi khong 6n dau! Ngai biét hét tit ca moi sy
day! “Lay Chiia, Ngai biét ré, biét ca khi con ditng con
ngoi. Con nghi twong gi, Ngai thau suét tiv xa ...” (Tv
139: 1-2).

Néu tat ca moi ngudi dan trong vuong qubc cia Vua Giésu
nghiém chinh chép hanh nhimg ménh 1énh, tuén theo nhing
ky ludt, va hét long kinh mén ciing nhu vang phuc Ngai, thi
chic chin toan dan, trong d6 c6 ching minh nira, s& séng
trong sy hiép nhét, hanh phiic va binh an.

Céu chiic ban va xin ban ciing cAu nguyén cho t6i nita, dé
chiing minh luén ludn 1a nhitng cong dan guong mau trong
Vuong Quédc dudi quyén thi linh cia Vua Giésu Kitd, dé
nh¢ vdy chung minh s&€ cam nhén dugc su binh an, hanh phic
va nhét 1a s& dugc cu ngu vinh vién trong vuwong qudc cua
buc Giésu Kito, Bang la Vua cua cac vua, va la Chia cia cac
chua.

%ay we celebrate the Solemnity of Christ the King. He is the King of

kings, and Lord of lords. Both you and I, we are invited to contemplate His
Majesty and consider whether, as citizens of the Kingdom of Christ the King,
are we fully and unreservedly submissive to Him in an absolute way? Please
take a moment and reflect on the following:

e Our King Jesus has prohibited anyone from bowing to the false kings of
money, sex, possessions, gambling, pornography...(Lk 16:13). Have |
obeyed His command?

e Our King Jesus instructs all of us to love and to forgive one another,
“and if he wrongs you seven times in one day and returns to you seven
times saying, ‘I am sorry,” you should forgive him (Lk 17:4).” Have 1
obeyed this command yet?

e Our King Jesus orders His citizens: Contribute to the needs of the holy
ones, exercise hospitality...” (Rm 12:13). Have 1 obeyed this holy
decree?

My dear friends, on the Feast of Christ the King, let’s redefine who our King
really is. If Christ is our King, then you and I must listen and try to keep all the
rules and orders that the King has promulgated in His Kingdom:

e “He will either hate one and love the other, or be devoted to one and
despise the other. You cannot serve God and mammon (Lk 16:13).” If
King Jesus sees that we bowed to the kings of sexual pleasure, gambling,
drugs, prostitution...we are doomed!

e You must love your enemies, and pray for those who persecute you...
(Mt 5:44). We must not nurture hatred or hold grudges toward this
person, resentment toward others; we must forgive them all. If we do not
forgive others, He will not forgive us when we face Him on the day of
our judgment.

e  We must free ourselves from selfishness, just focusing on ourselves and
our needs and wants. We must not keep everything for ourselves and our
families, but we must be generous in sharing with the poor, the church,
the religious orders...Otherwise, on the Day of Judgment, Jesus the King
will ask us to stand on the left side and He will say: “Depart from me,
you accursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels.
For I was hungry and you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you gave
me no drink...” (Mt 25:41-42).

o FEvery year, [you] must dedicate a tenth of all the yields of what you sow,
which grows in the fields given to the Levites in your cities (Lv 14:22-
27). You must fulfill the obligation of paying your taxes and your
Church contributions, and do not make excuses for dodging them. You
can’t blindfold Jesus and hope that He will not see your lack of sharing
your talents, time, and treasures for the Church, parish, missionary
work...I don’t think it’s going to work! He knows it all! “LORD, you
have probed me, you know me: you know when [ sit and stand; you
understand my thoughts from afar...” (Ps 139: 1-2).

If all the citizens in the Kingdom of Christ the King, faithfully obey His orders
and His rules in order to show our love for Him and to thank Him for giving us
so many blessings and graces, then surely the whole Kingdom will live in
unity, happiness and peace.

I ask you to pray that you and I may always be exemplary citizens in the
Kingdom under the leadership of our Lord Jesus Christ, so that we will feel
peace and happiness and be assured that we will live forever in the kingdom of
Jesus Christ, who is the King of kings and Lord of lords. Amen.
