Mrgivmg someone who has offended us is not easy.

Forgiving those who have wounded us, causing us suffering
and impoverishment...is even more difficult. However, that
does not mean it can not be done, because there are many
persons who have obeyed and observed Jesus' teachings:
“Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless
those who curse you, pray for those who mistreat you” (Lk
6:27-28) 1 think you already know these people!

o Saint John Paul II forgave Ali Agca for the assassination
attempt, while he was in the ambulance going to the
hospital, and later he visited him in the prison cell and
forgave him in person.

e Cardinal Nguyen Van Thuan, who had been in communist
prisons for 13 years, forgave the officials, prison guards,
and all those who mistreated, humiliated and tormented
him.

e Nelson Mandela served 27 years in prison, where he was
badly beaten and tortured. When he was released, he
forgave and did not hold grudges toward those who had
tortured and caused the pain/suffering for him and his
family. When he was inaugurated as President of South
Africa, Nelson Mandela invited three prison guards to the
presidential swearing-in ceremony. Everyone who was
present at the ceremony and the whole world fell silent
when they saw him standing to greet the prison guards.

As you can see, the act of forgiving and loving our enemies
isn’t always easy to grant, rather it’s an extremely difficult
things to do. However, FORGIVING IS ACHIEVABLE,
because there WERE people in the past have forgiven their
enemies. St. Augustine of Hippo said: “If these men and
women could become saints, why not 1?”” If St. John Paul II,
Cardinal Nguyen Van  Thuan, President Nelson
Mandela...have forgiven others, then with the grace of God,
both you and I can forgive others, because nothing will be
impossible for God (Lk 1:37). In order for us to be able to
forgive, we must strive to:

First, we must rely on God’s grace, because “Without me
[God] you can do nothing” (Jn 15: 5). Whenever we recall
the ruthless/cruel action of the “enemy”, the times when anger
and hatred rise in the heart, please remember to call on God
and ask Him to give us grace to forgive, because He promised:
“Come to me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I will
give you rest” (Mt 11:28).

Second, we must acknowledge the benefits that arise from
forgiveness. I would like to give you three benefits as follows:

1. When I forgive others, both the psychological burden
and the stress will be greatly reduced, I will be able to
live a happy life, I will eat and sleep well, I will be more
easy going...Many people will come to love me and thus
my life will be more peaceful, happy and meaningful.
