e 2 he Bible recounts that Jesus performed many

miracles to heal people: the blind regain their sight,
the lame walk, lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the
dead are raised... (Mt 11:5). However, in order to
obtain healing, for miracles to be performed, one
must fulfill the following three conditions:

e Firstly, one must ACKNOWLEDGE that
he/she is a sick person and need to be healed by
God. For instance, Bartimaeus acknowledged
that he was living in darkness, therefore he
began to cry out and beg Jesus: “Master, |
want to see." (Mk 10:51).

o Secondly, one must firmly BELIEVE in the
sovereignty of God. For example, the woman
who begged Jesus to heal her daughter had her
wish fulfilled because she BELIEVED in
Jesus: ""O woman, great is your faith! Let it be
done for you as you wish.” And her daughter
was healed from that hour” (Mt 15:28).

e Thirdly, one must BEG FOR MERCY from
God. Take, for instance, the cleansing of the
lepers. “As he was entering a village, ten
lepers met [him]. They stood at a distance from
him and raised their voice, saying, “Jesus,
Master! Have pity on us!” (Lk 17:12-13).

As we celebrate the Feast of the Divine Mercy this
Sunday, I would like to invite you to take a moment
to reflect, are you in good health, both physical and
spiritual, or are you suffering from illness, are you
blind or lame?

o Are you aware of the love, sacrifices,
adversities  and  hardships  that  your
grandparents and parents endured for you?

o Are you mindful of the misery and unhappiness
that your family members are undergoing
because of your addiction to drugs, alcohol, or
gambling?

e Are you paying attention to the dangers and
devastation caused by impure images, wicked
movies and  immoral novels...that are
destroying you and your family?

e Are you capable of offering monetary gifts to
support your elderly parents in their daily
expenses, like paying the rent, the electric and
water bills...or helping people who are less
fortunate than you?

o Are you able to express words of gratitude,
repentance, respect, politeness,
consideration...with  those  around  you,
beginning with your family members?

If your response is “Yes” then, ALLELUIA, thanks
be to God, you are in good health, you are not blind,
paralyzed or mute! And if your response is “NO”
then I must deliver the bad news: you are visually
impaired, paralyzed and mute! May God heal you!

In order to be healed by God, we must first
ACKNOWLEDGE our poor health, physical handicaps,
blindness...We need God’s healing to restore us.
However, if we fail to acknowledge that we are sick, then
we do not need Dr. Jesus, true? Thus “those who are well
do not need a physician, but the sick do” (Mk 2:17).
Subsequently, we must have FAITH, and must firmly
believe that God has power over the sickness and
suffering that we endure. Lastly, we must BEG FOR
MERCY from God, plead with Him to heal us...then
Jesus will restore us to health!

e Please COME to Dr. Jesus and BELIEVE that,

through the Sacrament of Reconciliation, you will
be healed, because this is the miraculous antidote
that He left behind to restore our souls to health.
The Sacrament of Reconciliation is a spiritual
nourishment that is extremely effective!
Please COME attend daily Mass, because in the
Mass, we have countless opportunities to ask for
God's mercy, and most of all, we receive the
spiritual nourishment which is the Body and Blood
of Jesus. When God is in us, no such thing as
spiritual illness can harm our souls.

Do you want to be healed? If you want it, then do not
delay! Be AWARE that you are in poor health,
BELIEVE in the ability of Dr. Jesus, and OPEN YOUR
MOUTH and ask for His healing! Get well soon my
friend!!!
