he Gospel of Luke records that seventy-two

disciples were chosen to be the early emissaries of Jesus.
“After this, the Lord appointed seventy[-two] others...”
(Lk 10:1). These seventy-two were the people whom
Jesus loved, trusted, and had given the power to tread
upon serpents, scorpions and upon the full force of the
enemy... (Lk10:17,19). However, when they heard Jesus
say: “For my flesh is true food, and my blood is true
drink. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood...” (Jn
6:55-56)...many among the group protested: “This saying
is hard! Who can accept it. [As a result of this, many of
his disciples] returned to their former way of life, and no
longer accompanied him” (Jn 6:60-66).

Just as those disciples of the Lord in the past, there are
many people today who do not believe that “the flesh [of
Jesus] is true food, and blood [of Jesus] is true drink.
Whoever eats and drinks blood of [Jesus], remains in
[Him] and [He] in [them]” (Jn 6:55-56). Some of us
may have doubts concerning the true presence of Jesus in
the bread and wine after the Consecration of the Mass. We
may not publicly proclaim that “This saying is hard! Who
can accept it!” but through our unconscious behaviors in
the presence of the Eucharist...we are showing that we no
longer believe in the true presence of Jesus in the
Eucharist, for example:

e [ celebrate Mass as a robot, with a lack of
preparation and a lack of reverence, simply to fulfill
the obligation that canon law requires, rather than
celebrating Mass by expressing our gratitude and
love for the Lord.

e [ attend Mass out of fear of sin and punishment in
hell; I neglect personal hygiene and am careless
about cleanliness; I dress inappropriately; I ignore
the rule about fasting one hour before receiving
Communion; I daydream during the Readings and
the Gospel...

o When I am in the church, I do not have an attitude of
reverence toward Jesus in the Tabernacle; I pull out
my cell phone and begin texting my friends, playing
game, watching movies and listening to music on
YouTube...

My dear friends, today we celebrate the Feast of the Body
and Blood of Jesus Christ, if you believe that Christ is

truly present, body, blood, soul, and divinity in the Eucharist,
and that He will remain with us until the end of the world,
then I ask you to express that belief in specific actions, for
instance:

e Before celebrating or attending Mass, we must prepare
ourselves by reading and reflecting on the readings of
the Mass for that day.

e Y phuc xung ky dicc - which means dress appropriately
for the environment you are in. When you come to
ATTEND MASS (not to WATCH MASS) wear clean,
suitable and modest clothes...Do not wear something
that will attract attention to you, distract others, and take
attention away from the Lord (you are smart enough to
understand what I am talking about ©).

e When entering Church, please turn off your cell phone,
do not send text messages, listen or watch movie on
YouTube...bless yourself with Holy Water, and before
taking your seat, genuflect or bow your head in worship
of Jesus present in the tabernacle.

e Please remember to “Abstain from any food or drink,
with the exception only of water and medicine, for at
least the period of one hour before Holy Communion”
(Canon # 919) and DO NOT RECEIVE HOLY
COMMUNION when you are in state of mortal sin. St.
Paul said: “A person should examine himself, and so eat
the bread and drink the cup. For anyone who eats and
drinks without discerning the body, eats and drinks
Jjudgment on himself” (1 Cr 11:28-29).

Let us pray for one another, that God may strengthen our faith
in the presence of Jesus in the Eucharist, with the certainty
that, if we receive the Body and Blood of Christ in a
respectful and worthy manner, we will inherit eternal life, for
Jesus Himself promised: “/ am the living bread that came
down from heaven,; whoever eats this bread will live forever”
(Jn 6:51).

On the occasion of Father's Day, my wish to those who bear
the responsibility of fatherhood, to be a positive role model
for your child to imitate. May God through the intercession of
Saint Joseph, an exemplary model and true source of
inspiration for all men to imitate, to bless you and grant you
