“L,/%ney cannot buy happiness, but lack of money

can bring unhappiness!” Indeed! Everybody needs
money to stay alive in this world, no one dares to say, “/
do not need money!” From the past until now, money
has always been the essential means for everyone, in
every place, at all times and in all ages. In other words,
money plays an important role in everyday life. However,
we must strive our best to avoid these two things,
GREED and WORSHIPING money.

Why do we need to avoid becoming GREEDY? St.
Paul stated that for the love of money is the root of all
evils (I Tim 6:7). In truth, the greed for money has been
and continues to be the source of endless transgression in
this world. Let me cite a few specific examples:

e For the greed of money, Dr. Farid Fata of
Michigan, ruthlessly and heartlessly referred
countless patients without cancer to chemotherapy
and radiation, he has collected 17.6 million dollars
off the ongoing suffering and pain of patients.

e For the greed of money, Dr. George Tiller of
Wichita, Kansas, instead of saving people’s lives,
he practiced abortion, killing fetuses no matter how
big or small. George Tiller is a doctor with a
reputation for cruelty, as he is one of the very few
doctors in the United States who dares to perform
late abortions.

e For the greed of money, there are people who have
traded, imported/exported toxic chemicals, and
used these toxic substances to infuse the fruits, to
preserve meats and shellfish...It doesn’t matter if it
harms or kills people, as long as they have money
in their pocket.

e For the greed of money, there are people who rush
into the business of growing marijuana, selling
drugs, pressuring many people into addiction,
which leads to families falling apart, and creates a
future with little hope...

Why do we need to avoid WORSHIPING MONEY?
Jesus said: “You cannot serve God and mammon” (Lk
16:13). Whoever bows down to worship money will
certainly become a slave to money. And when we
become its slaves, when we bow down to worship it, it
will turn us into evil beasts, not humans. Thus, because
we are a slave to money, there are people who blindly
support abortion laws, the legalization of the cultivation
and sale of marijuana. There are heartless mothers who
sell their own children to child traffickers and let them
work in prostitution as sex slaves.

My dear friends, this life is very short, it is just a passing
place, no matter how long you live, even if it’s past one
hundred years, so please do not be GREEDY &
WORSHIP MONEY. Don't be foolish!

A French proverb states: "Money is a great servant but a
cruel master,” therefore, we need to point it in the right
direction. We need to use it as a good means to help us be
charitable and to share and help others.
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o [f'you still live with your parents, please help them
pay rent and bills, such as electricity, water, and
food. Do not keep it to yourself. Do not let your
parents work themselves to death so they can pay the
bills!

o [f'you no longer live with your parents, be generous
in sharing your money with them so they can spend
it on things that they want. More than ever during
special celebrations such as birthdays, feastdays,
wedding anniversaries, Father’s Day, Mother’s Day,
Christmas, Thanksgiving, New Year’s. Please buy a
little gift for them as a way of expressing your care,
showing love and respect to them.

o When you have the opportunity to practice
almsgiving, do charity work, do it quickly and
joyfully. Do not delay, procrastinate, or put it off
until tomorrow!

o As parishioners, be generous in contributing money,
time, effort, and talent to the development,
maintenance, and construction of the parish, and to
the mission of the Church. If each parish member
contributes only one hour of their salary each week,
the parish will have enough money to pay the bills
for electricity, water, gas, insurance, repairs,
maintenance, etc... “Give in proportion to what you
own. If you have great wealth, give alms out of your
abundance; if you have but little, do not be afraid to
give alms even of that little. You will be storing up a
goodly treasure for yourself against the day of
adversity.” (Tob 4:8)

“You fool? This night your life will be demanded of you,
and the things you have prepared, to whom will they
belong?” Let us pray for one another, may God grant us
the gift of wisdom, so that we never fall into the same
foolishness as the rich man in the parable. And may God
also open our hearts and minds, so that we can recognize
and understand that: "Vanity of vanities! All things are
vanity!" When it’s time for us to leave this world behind,
we leave with empty hands, because we cannot take
anything with us!
