1. Cau nguyén xin Chia ban thém sw khon ngoan va on
hiéu biét dé téi va ban nhdn ra rang moi sw trén thé
gian nay, tir mang song, tai nang, sirc khoé, cua cadi
vt chdt...ma t6i dang so hiku, tdt ca roi sé qua di, tat
ca chi la phu van.

“hdy hudng long tri vé nhitng gi thudc thirong gici,

%@ you ever paid attention to the warning signs on

the street, road, freeway, and highway? Slippery When Wet /
Winding Road — No Cell Phone Use — School Zone, Student
Crossing — No Honking in Hospital Zone — Caution Workers
Ahead — Steep Hill Ahead...

Why did the government allow such warning signs to be
displayed in public? They allow it so that the drivers can be
more careful, so they can prevent them from unnecessary
accidents and from getting in trouble with the legal system.
Nevertheless, many people ignore road signs and regulations.
Drivers speed, drink and drive, talk on the phone while driving
and all the while they are not concerned about being penalized
by police or the potential consequences for themselves, those
around them, especially for their loved ones.

In the spiritual life, upon our journey with God, there are also
small, and big warning signs to help us hinder from misery and
adversities for ourselves and those around us...but many
people are oblivious, indifferent, negligent or unafraid of the
repercussions that their loved ones and themselves suffer as a
consequence of their disobedience! For instance:

o “Gird your loins and light your lamps and be like
servants who await their master’s return from a
wedding...” (Lk 12:35-36). But no one cares to gear
oneself up? They go to confession once every few years,
attend Sunday Mass irregularly, and they are haphazard
in their prayer life, in doing works of mercy, and giving
to charity work.

o “Take care to guard against all greed, for though one
may be rich, one’s life does not consist of possessions'
(Lk 12:15). But people keep on toiling and plowing, days
work is not enough, so they take advantage of the night
shift and Sundays, they work until they get so sick that
they are forced to take off eternally!

o  “Be merciful, just as [also] your Father is merciful. Stop
Jjudging and you will not be judged...Stop condemning
and you will not be condemned” (Lk 6:36-38). The
warning is clear and precise as 2+2 = 4, but people
continue to be cruel, envious, criticize, and condemn
others as often as their daily meals!

Have you ever detested or ignored God's warning signs? If
your response is NO then give thanks to God, but if your
answer is YES, then I ask you to reexamine because of His

warnings. The warnings are meant to be a reminder, to
benefit us and to deter us from dangers, sufferings,
tribulations, and help us to live in joy and happiness.

“You also must be prepared, for at an hour you do not
expect, the Son of Man will come” (Lk 12: 40). Don’t
think or live as if, “I won’t be dead for a long time!” Be
prepared; today, you will likely leave this earthly realm!
Please be prepared, gird your loins, light your lamps by
doing these three things:

1. Pray to God for the gift of wisdom and
understanding so that we may realize that
everything in this world, from life, talent, health,
material wealth...that [ own, all shall pass away.
My real homeland is in Heaven, not of this earth.

2. Govern and regulate all the property, all the gifts
that God has given me wisely and appropriately,
“Provide money bags for yourselves that do not
wear out, an inexhaustible treasure in heaven that
no thief can reach nor moth destroy” through
works of mercy, through charity and donating to
those who are less fortunate, and through the
contribution of building the parish community and
the Church's mission.

3. Be diligent in attending Mass, in making time to
come more frequently to receive the Sacrament of
Reconciliation, especially after we commit mortal
sins. Do not be afraid! God's mercy is greater than
yours, mine, and the whole community's sin
combined together. Run to Him with a humble and
repentant heart. I assure you, there is no sin that
God will not forgive me because He promised.:
“Though your sins be like scarlet, they may
become white as snow, Though they be red like
crimson, they may become white as wool” (Is
1:18)

Let us pray for one another that we might have essential
wisdom and knowledge to read the warning signs sent by
God to us in all circumstances of our daily lives...Thus
we will be protected from suffering and unhappiness,
and will live in peace and happiness both in this life and
the next. Amen!
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
