"(9 trive to enter through the narrow gate.” What comes

to your mind when you hear the word FIGHT? Personally,
when it comes to FIGHT, I immediately thought of the
ENEMY'! There's no need to fight when the enemy does not
exist, right? In addition, the word FIGHT is synonymous
with difficulty, hardship, suffering, sacrifice and defeat!

The normality of war often illustrates that, in order to
FIGHT and to be able to WIN against the enemy, people
need to pay attention to at least 3 very important things:

1. We must KNOW THE ENEMY WELL: This is
extremely important, that's why Sun Tzu said, “Know
the enemy and know yourself in a hundred battles you
will never be in peril.” We must know who is our
enemy, which weapons they use, what their
weaknesses, strengths, resources, and are. Knowing
nothing, or knowing only a little about the enemy, will
not help you defeat it.

2. We must STRIVE TO PRACTICE: “The more you
sweat in training, the less you bleed in battle” ...We
must practice fervently, withstand hardships, endure
adversities, bear hard trials, and we must be self-
disciplined. If we fail to practice, fail to be self-
disciplined, fail to push the limits in training, how can
we fight when we go to battle? How can you fight
when you go to war?

3. We must OBEY LAWFUL ORDER: A large army,
with strong firepower, and powerful logistics, yet, the
soldiers do not obey their commanders or military
advisers, so when in battle, the team won't be able to
defeat its enemy!

In the spiritual battle against our enemy, which is Satan. In
order to defeat Satan, we also need to pay attention to the 3
things listed above:

1. WE MUST KNOW PERFECTLY WELL ABOUT
SATAN: Who is Satan? He is the father of lies, the
most arrogant person in the world, the one who sows
division and hatred in all places, he is the one who
instigates people to partake in self-indulgence,
gambling, drinking, sex, drugs, abortion, euthanasia,
robbery, murder, divorce, adultery...

2. We must STRIVE TO PRACTICE: What do we
practice? We must practice humility, charity, chastity,
living an honest life, self-discipline, fasting,
mortification, and obedience. We must master the
virtues of humility, charity, self-control, chastity, and
honesty, and then we will have the strength to defeat
Satan.

3. We must OBEY: Who do we obey? First, we must
submit to the supreme chief, Jesus Christ, who is the
way, the truth and the life, the strength, and the
supreme chief who is full of wisdom and rich in
compassion and mercy. When we obey and follow His
instructions, we will surely fight bravely and will
triumph over our enemy, Satan. For instance, fasting
and praying unceasingly (Mk 9:29); (2) must rely on
the power of God, because He affirmed: "Without me,
you can do nothing" (Jn 15:5). Next, we must submit
to the representatives that God has placed on earth: our
grandparents, parents, the Pope, members of the
Clergy, those whom God has entrusted to us with the
responsibility of teaching, instructing, and guiding us in
matters relating to morality, ethics, and doctrine.

In addition to the three important things above, Saint Paul
also advises that we need to take the helmet of salvation
and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God (Ep
6:17). Indeed, in his battle with Satan in the desert, Jesus
used God's own Word to attack Satan, and He won it
marvelously. " [t is written: ‘One does not live by bread
alone. One does not live by bread alone, but by every word
that comes forth from the mouth of God... Get away,
Satan! It is written: ‘The Lord, your God, shall you worship
and him alone shall you serve.” (Lk 4: 4, 7, 10). If we
faithfully read the Bible every day, or read through the
readings before going to Mass, or memorize a short verse
of God's Word at the end of Mass... then we are in
possession, the Sword of the Spirit!

My dear friends, I firmly believe that, when we know Satan
well, we must habitually and diligently practice the virtues
of humility, charity, chastity, self-control & vigilance, self-
discipline, no debauchery, not living loosely and giving in
to desires, obeying God and His representatives in this
world, and diligently reading, studying, and meditating on
the Bible, then we will be strong enough to fight Then we
will surely defeat Satan, who always tempts people to
refuse to enter through the narrow door into the realm of
life, but instead, draws people to search for the wide doors
to doom.

Let us pray for one another, may you and me always be
alert to the intrigues of Satan and strive daily to get through
the narrow door, where it is the gateway that leads us to
eternal life.
