o [ do not want to join the choir, Mothers Association,
Sacred Heart League...because the majority originate
from the North, South, or Central Vietnam...

My dear friends, the message that Jesus sends to us today
through the Parable of the Pharisees & The Tax Collector is
clear and precise: “Do not discriminate!” If you have never
tumbled into one of the above-mentioned forms of
discrimination, I congratulate you!

However, if you are like me, there were times that we used
words/phrases that constitute hatred, or complied to bad
behaviors...then let us pause and consider; such
discriminatory attitudes, thoughts and deeds will cause great
harm to ourselves, our families and especially to our future.

e When I acted out, or had negative thoughts run
through my mind, worse yet, | expressed them in
words/phrases that discriminated against others
because they are more ignorant than me, poorer
than me, less fortunate than me, repulsive than
me, or sinful than me...it is at that moment, my
soul is not at peace, instigating discord in my
family, religious community, or at my work
place. I need to be more careful toward those I
despise and look down on because they might
bring me to court and sue me for discriminating
against them! Being sued can take down my
business and well being I can be imprisoned for
sure!

e When I despise and abhor others, just as the
Pharisees detested the tax collector: “O God...I
thank you that I am not like the rest of humanity,
greedy, dishonest, adulterous, or even like this
tax collector...” automatically I become the
oppressor, adversary of God, or worse yet God’s
enemy. Becoming the enemy of God is the end
of our lives, because God resists the proud... He
has shown might with his arm, dispersed the
arrogant of mind and heart” (James 4.6, Lk
1:51). How can we be close/near to God if we
are His enemies? And if we do not draw close to
God then how are we going to receive His graces,
blessings, the fullness of life and life eternal with
God? Do you agree with me?

My dear friends, people often say nui nay cao, con co
nui kia cao hon literally means there is always someone
better than us, ai giau ba ho ma ciing chang ai khé ba
doi which means nobody will be rich or poor forever -
song co khuc, con nguoi ciing co luc literally means, a
river has its twists and turns, and so a human being...
Nothing will last forever in our lives, we can be shrewd
yet ignorant, beautiful yet unattractive, sensible yet
witless, wealthy yet pitiful, /én voi xuéng ché literally
means fo go from riding elephants to stepping on dogs,
is anormal thing, it had happened and is still proceeding
in our daily lives. Therefore, we should not be
prejudicial, arrogant, boastful, or disrespectful toward
others.

Only when we live in harmony and joy with respect for
everyone starting from the usage of words, the way we
process and put it into action... then we can live in
peace, happiness, exultation and friendship with God.
Never detest or discriminate against others because
Jesus said: “Whenever you [discriminate or abominate]
toward one of these least brothers of mine, you
[discriminate or abominate] toward me (Mt 25:40).
Abhorrence and discrimination God are both serious
sin! Do not give in to such temptation!
