(Wen you hear the word GATE, what do you

think of? As for me, I immediately think of an entrance that
has DIMENSION/MEASUREMENT. Indeed, there is no
gate without measurements or dimensions. A gate must be
fitted for the use that will be made of it. The sheep gate that
Jesus mentioned in the Gospel today has its own particular
measurements and dimensions, because “He Himself is the
Gate”. This special Gate has three specific measurement
characteristics:

1. STRAIGHT: The Gate  of  Jesus is

STRAIGHTFORWARD, not curved or twisted.

- “Let your “Yes” mean “Yes,” and your “No”
mean “No.” Anything more is from the evil one”
(Mt 5:37).

- “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one
comes to the Father except through me” (Jn 14:6).

2. WIDE: The Gate of Jesus is WIDE, not narrow, not
selfish.

- Give and gifts will be given to you...(Lk 6:38)

- It is more blessed to give than to receive...(Acts
20:35)

- Give to the one who asks of you, and do not turn
your back on one who wants to borrow. (Mt 5:42)

3. HIGH: The Gate of Jesus is HONORABLE, not
mundane.

- “You have heard that it was said, “You shall love
your neighbor and hate your enemy. But [ say to
you, love your enemies, and pray for those who
persecute you...For if you love those who love

you, what recompense will you have? Do not the
tax collectors do the same?” (Mt 5:43-46)

My dear friends, Jesus has taught us that, to be protected by
God, to be healed, to be cared for, to live abundantly in this
world and in the next, we must PASS THROUGH HIM. “/
am the gate. Whoever enters through me will be saved, and
will come in and go out and find pasture”.

We must go through the Gate of Jesus, otherwise, for sure both
you and I will be hungry, thirsty, and we will be in danger of
succumbing to the devil's temptations.

Let us pray for one another, asking God for the wisdom to
recognize the Gate that is Jesus and earn our ticket to pass
through it by:

1. Living a virtuous life, not deceiving or cheating
others. Please memorize the words of Jesus, “Let your
“Yes” mean “Yes,” and your “No” mean “No.”
Anything more is from the evil one.”

2. Being generous in sharing your time, talents, energy,
money, material possessions for common tasks of the
community, parish, Sunday School and language
school, for missionary work, for the formation of the
religious men and women, for the victims of the

natural disasters, for the less fortunate,
for the poor. “Amen, I say to you,
whatever you did for one of these least
brothers of mine, you did for me”

3. Forgiving and disregarding the faults of
others. Everybody makes mistakes,
nobody is perfect, “Forgive and you will
be forgiven” (Lk 6:37).

Today the Church invites us to pray for all
shepherds and promote vocations in all its forms
especially to the priesthood and consecrated life.
Please pray for the Clergy and Consecrated men
and women to have the gift of humility and
faithfulness in their service to the church. Also,
pray, inspire, promote, encourage your
children/grandchildren, and young people to
attend the Come & See Day organized by
different religious communities.
