1. Dirc Giésu Kitd, Pang thiét 1ap nén DAO Cong Gido, Ngai chinh 1a CON DPUONG. “Chinh Thay la con duong, la si
that va la su vong, khong ai dén dwoc véi Cha ma khong qua Thay” (Ga 14:6).

2. Duc Giésu BIET rat rd vé Thién Quoc boi vi Ngai Xuét phat tir noi do, va chinh Ngai da tuyén bb rét 15 rang: “Khong ai
da lén troi, ngoai trir Con Nguwoi, Pdng tir troi xuong ... Thay 1én cung Cha cia Thay, ciing la Cha ciia anh em, 1én ciing
Thién Chita ciia Thay, ciing la Thién Chiia ciia anh em” (Ga 3:13; 20:17).

3. Duc Giésu la Dang da CHI cho chiing ta thiy DPUONG dé di, va chinh Ngai 1a Pang di truéc dé chuan bi cho chiing ta chd
& trén Thién Qubc. “Trong nha Cha Thay, cé nhiéu ché 6 ... Thay di don ché cho anh em ... [Roi] Thay lai dén va dem
anh em vé véi Thay, dé Thay ¢ dau, anh em ciing ¢ d6” (Ga 14:2-3).

Phai séng ngay thang, that tha: “... hé ‘¢6’ thi phdi néi ‘c6’, ‘khong’ thi phai néi ‘khéng’” (Mt 5:37)

Phai trung tin v6i nguoi ban ddi: "Sw gi Thién Chiia da két hop, lodi nguoi khéng dwege phéan ly" (Mt 19:6).

Phai yéu thuong hét moi ngudi, ké ca nhimg ké thu: "Hay yéu ké thii va lam on cho ké ghét anh em, hay chiic lanh cho ké
nguyeén riia anh em va cau nguyén cho ké vu khong anh em” (Lc 6:27-28).

Let us pray for one another, may the Risen Christ
continue to strengthen our faith. And may He bless us
with the gift of wisdom and courage, so that we will
always faithfully walk in Jesus’ footsteps, and most
importantly, we will strive our best to overcome all the
impediments and obstacles that are blocking our way to
the Heavenly Kingdom. As a result, we will arrive at a
place where Jesus has prepared for us, where we will
enjoy eternal life with Blessed Mother Mary and the
saints.
