I would like to invite you to read an excerpt from the
Document of the Dogmatic Constitution on the Church
of the Vatican Council “Upon all the laity, therefore,
rests the noble duty of working to extend the divine plan
of salvation to all men of each epoch and in every land...
Consequently, may every opportunity be given them so
that, according to their abilities and the needs of the
times, they may zealously participate in the saving work
of the Church (# 33).

Regarding the above question, to be able to proclaim the
Good News with great efficiency, I think, we should pay
attention to the following three virtues:

- In our daily lives, our relationship with others, let
us strive our best to be genuine and honest in
words and deed. Let your ‘Yes’ mean ‘Yes,” and
your ‘No’ mean ‘No’ (Mt 5:37). Do not lie/white
lie to deceive others, do not make up stories that
are not true.

- In your relationship with family members, friends,
colleagues, brothers and sisters in religious
community...treat them with sincerity and
respect, do not put on an act, pretend, do not be a
hypocrite, "bé ngoai thon thot ndi cuoi, ma trong
nham hiém giét nguwoi khéng dao — literally

translate: the face displays sweet smiles, but deep
inside the heart will scheme to kill without a
knife”.

- Whenever you make a promise, keep your word,
do not make excuses, pardons, or justification to
get out of it.

- We must practice and discipline the act of
submission, which means, when we do something
wrong, make mistakes, we need to admit our
wrongdoings, no excuses, do not try in any way to
blame others.

Jesus said: " “I am the way and the truth and the life" (Jn
14:6). When we SPEAK HONESTLY, LIVE
AUTHENTICALLY and have a spirit of
SUBMISSIVENESS, then we are proclaiming the Good
News of the Resurrection!

Secondly, live MEEKNESS AND HUMBLE.

- Live a joyful life, smile often, be sociable and
interact/mingle with those around you.

- Do not show off, brag, arrogant, run-down or
criticize others...

- Do not quarrel, argue with others, and always take
to heart that: "Ai nhat thi t6i thir nhi, ai ma hon
nita toi thi thir ba — the meaning is equivalent to
humility is a virtue.

- Do not abuse power, bossy, bully, or oppress
others who are low-key or under your authority.

In your thoughts,
discriminate against anyone.

When someone compliments, or praise your children for
being caring, thoughtful, and your grandchildren is

do not contempt, disregard, or

outstanding and intelligent...please humbly tell them:
“Thank you for your kind words...Thanks be to God,
please remember them in your prayers!"

Jesus is meek and humble (Mt 11:29). When we live meek and
humble of heart, then the Good News was proclaimed to
everyone we encountered.

Thirdly is to be CONCERNED of those around us.

When you be made aware that a friend from your
workplace, company, office, hair & nail salon... had an
accident, or their children must be admitted to the
hospital, or the loss a loved one...please give them a
call to encourage, reassure, comfort and take into
consideration to do something practical, such as offer a
holy Mass for them, prepare a dish, send them a gift...
Hold the door, allow the elderly or people with special
needs to enter before you.

Let your friend from the workplace, the same shop,
school, class ... to carpool with you.

Be a translator for those who do not know or fluent in
English with a job application, applying for government
benefits, housing.

Be charitable, generous, and joyful in performing
charity work, give alms, and share it with those who are
less fortunate.

I firmly believe, when we along with all Christians live
HONEST, HUMBLE & BE CONCERNED of others, then
others will believe in the Risen Christ, thus they will receive
salvation.

Today is also Mother’s Day. May the Risen Christ, who is now
seated at the Father's right hand, and His Blessed Mother Mary
bless and grant peace and health to all mothers. May every
mother be filled with the joy of knowing the love that their
children have for them, not only on Mother's Day but every day
