1_6/ 2eading the Synoptic Gospels, the boat was frequently

associated with Jesus! He used the boat as a means of
transportation (Mk 5:2); He used the boat as an ambo to
teach/educate people (Mt 13:1-2, Lc 5:2-3). And He sat on
the boat, rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Quiet! Be
still!” The wind ceased, and there was a great calm (Mc
4:38-39).

The connection between Jesus and the boat in the past makes
no difference in the present day; in truth, He is always present
on the boat of the Church, Parish, and family. He promised:
"I am with you always, until the end of the age!" (Mt 28:20).

If you believe that Jesus is always present on the boat of the
Church, Parish and family, then when we catch a glimpse that
the boat of the Church, Parish and family was tilted, rocked,
crushed, and sunken by the storms, storms of the world, and
the devil, please remain calm.

o DO NOT be bewildered when you see the
press/media constantly reporting on this member of
the clergy being accused of sexual abuse, followed
by that other member of the clergy has given into
temptation, left religious life, and pursued married
life.

e DO NOT be afraid when you see cardinals, bishops,
priest, consecrated men/women...such as Reinhard
Marx, Bernd Moenkebuescher, Robert Drinan,
James Martin, and Simone Campbell...publicly be in
opposition with God’s Law and its application, go
against the traditions and teachings of the Church in
moral issues such as abortion, support for same-sex
marriage, transgender, priestly ordination for
women, demand that priest should get married...
